a) Bus Stop and curbouts – hard for the buses to get in and out so they tend not to 

use them.  
b) Bicycle lanes only benefit the cyclists, they don’t do much for recreational and 

children who also want to use the bicycle routes 
c) What are the priorities for the community?  

  
Status: Task force to put together a draft questionnaire to the public to gage the 

community’s preferences and priorities. Given a choice of road diet, bicycle lanes, 
wider sidewalks, bulb outs, etc. what preferences does the community have so that 
we can prioritize the improvements in order of need.
